lopment, Government of Karnataka; 
Laxmesh BH, Vice President & Head, 
Aerospace & Systems Business, 
Larsen & Toubro Ltd; and Prashanth 
Doreswamy, President & CEO, Conti-
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nental Automotive (India) Pvt Ltd, 
who lighted the inaugural lamp.
Jamshyd N Godrej, Chairman -

Mohini Kelkar, Vice President, 
IMTMA; and Jibak Dasgupta, Direc-
tor General & CEO, IMTMA, also 
shared the dais at the inauguration.

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facturing sector. He shared that 
Karnataka generates around 50 
percent of India’s machine tools and 
is often referred to as the machine 
tool capital of India. The Guest of 
Honour, Dr Patil acknowledged the 
machine tool sector as the corner-
stone of manufacturing. He opined 
that the Indian Machine Tool indus-
try has grown significantly over the 
years and metal cutting is an impor-
tant segment in this growth. 
Laxmesh BH, in his address, 
emphasized that IMTEX is a conflu-
ence of great ideas and minds and 

driving the manufacturing growth 
of India. Doreswamy echoed his 
sentiment and hailed the Machine 
Tool industry as a key contributor 
to several industries including the 
Auto sector. He highlighted that 
around 55 percent of the machine 
tools produced in India is consu-
med by the Auto industry.
In his address, Rajamane said that 
India ranks 9th in Production and 
6th in Consumption, globally, as 
per estimates from Gardner 
Intelligence’s World Machine Tool 
Survey 2023. The Machine Tool 
industry production is estimated to 
have increased by around 10 
percent year-on-year, reaching INR 
13,571 crore, which is around (US$ 
1.6 billion).
He noted that IMTEX 2025 is conve-
ning machine tool user industry 
leaders, policymakers and innova-
tors from around the world to find 
actionable solutions for the future.

The LR30MYL17, a Horizontal Turnmill Center, was unveiled by Col. 
Sanjeev Rathore, Ex-Indian Defence, Ex-Head, Bharat Earth Movers 
Ltd (BEML) and Venkatesh Kulkarni, Advisor, Wipro Ltd. The high-
performance machine is designed for industries, including Oil & Gas, 
Automobile, Defence, and Aerospace. 
The machine has a turning length of 1700 mm and a diameter of 520 
mm. It features an A2-15 spindle nose, a 533 mm chuck size, and a 
12-station live tool turret. Its Y-axis travel of ±60 mm ensures precis-
ion for complex parts. 
The LL20TL5S, a Horizontal Turning Center, was launched by Aswini 
Kumar, Managing Director, Autocrat Engineers. Targeting industries 
such as General Engineering, Pump & Valve, and Oil & Gas, the 
LL20TL5S offers a turning diameter of 370 mm and a length of 500 
mm. It features an A2-6 spindle nose, 210 mm chuck size, and a 
12-station turret with a rapid tool change time of just 0.55 seconds, 
ensuring high productivity.
